AIR SPRING REMOVAL

1. Set steering to straight ahead.

2. Raise vehicle.

3. Remove rear wheel.

4. Locate the air compressor behind the right rear wheel.

5. Remove the two lower mounting bolts from the compressor mounting plate. Lift upward on the

compressor assembly and unhook the unit from the frame rail.

6. Deflate rear air spring and pull downward to remove it from the axle.The air spring is held from
turning with a plastic clip on the top of the air spring. You may have to hold the plastic clip down
while rotating the air spring to free it from the upper spring seat.

7 Disconnect the air line from the air spring by pressing down on the steel fitting while pulling outward
on the air line.

8. Carefully remove air spring from the vehicle.

9. Seal off air line to prevent any dirt or grease from entering system.
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AIR SPRING INSTALLATION

A Tighten all nuts and bolts to manufacturer's specifications during the installation process.

Do not remove the air fitting from the air spring. Doing so may cause damage and/or void warranty. Remove the white
shipping pin from the new air fitting and insert the air line until fully seated.

1. Installation is in reverse order of air spring removal.
